Security Award – Marc Bullard, Assistant Prosecutor for Cuyahoga County & Commander Calvin Williams, Cleveland Third District Police

Third District Commander Calvin Williams and Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, Marc Bullard, work closely with staff in response to safety concerns in the neighborhood.   Marc, in the community base unit of the Prosecutor’s office, focuses on crimes committed in the third district.  Commander Williams and his officers work closely with business owners giving them a voice in developing strategies that help enhance the areas’ quality of life.

They center on four major components to deter crime: sustain a proactive approach, focus on a defined problem area; emphasizing public safety and quality of life issues; and the importance of a collaborative effort between community partners. 

It was through the committed work of both the Third District Police and the Prosecutor’s office that two individuals are now off the streets for a long time.   John Langston and Burrell Dillon, both have long criminal records of breaking and entering.  Recently they were both brought to justice and, through the determined work of Marc, were given the maximum sentence allowed by law.
